He was a 

physician before becoming a 

bishop. During the Middle 

Ages, he was to have mirac-

ulously cured a child who nearly died because of a fish-

bone caught in the throat. From the eighth century, St. 

Blaise has been invoked on behalf of the sick, especially 

those afflicted with illnesses of the throat. Saint Blaise is 

the patron saint of physicians, sick cattle, wax-chandlers, 

wool combers and of wild animals because of his care for 

them and of those with throat maladies.
