Greetings and well wishes to you all from the Mission Diocese of Cuddapah (Kadapa) the State of Andhra Pradesh, 
South India. As you might know, India is a country of economic diversity. The catholic communities in the diocese of 
Cuddapah mostly belonging to lower caste are generally poor in terms of the resources needed to make a decent   
human living. In general, the climate is very hot throughout the year. In summer the heat ranges up to 130F.  It is a dry 
area and constantly suffers from lack of rain and is prone to drought and famine. And as such, rampant poverty contin-
ues to make life difficult for most of its people. Cuddapah is one of the 13 Catholic dioceses of Andhra Pradesh and 
Telangana states. The two civil districts of Cuddapah and Chittoor comprise the Diocese of Cuddapah.  It covers an 
area of 31,029 square miles.  The total population is about 5 millions. Out of 200,000 Christians we Catholics number 
130,000 in the Diocese of Cuddapah.  To be sure, we have a lot to be grateful to God for, not least among these a 
strong dedicated team of 139 priests and a committed cohort of both lay and religious leaders. They serve in 59 parish-
es and in the various schools, health clinics, and social service units run by the Diocese. Our ministry is so crucial that 
the majority of our people still lack the basic necessities of life like clean drinking water, health care and education. 
 
We need your support: The above is my humble endeavor to portray a realistic situation of our Mission in the 
Diocese of Cuddapah, India. I earnestly request you to be generous in supporting our good cause of serving the poor 
and low caste people in rural India.  Each penny received from the Mission Cooperative Plan will be used with grati-
tude and great responsibility.  
I assure you of my prayers. God bless you all.
